5 Simple placings only will count, so if there are 3 Scottish competitors in front of 

you and you are awarded 4th, you will get points for 4th. 

6 We will give points for places 1st-6th, since most shows award to 6th. Points will 

be allocated as so: 

1st place = 8 

2nd place = 6 

3rd place = 4 

4th place = 3 

5th place = 2 

6th place = 1

9 Dogs which change grades/ categories will be awarded in the grade they are 

competing in at the START of the year, ie if a dog starts the season in Grade 3, does 

three shows and collects 12 points, then moves into Grade 4 (a new category), the points 

they earn in Grade 4 are added to those they have won already, and all points are 

counted in 1-3 until next year.
